This annual has a vibrant gold flower 
with red eye and has a trailing habit.  It 
attracts hummingbirds.  Deadheading is 
not necessary with this plant.  Height:  6 
to 10 inches.  Spacing : 8 to 10 inches.  
Full to part sun. 

Geranium óCalliope Dark Redô 
 

This is a cross between an ivy and a 
zonal geranium.  It has mounding to 
semi-trailing habit with striking velvety 
red flowers.  Height:  12 to 14 inches.  
Space:  18 to 20 inches.  Full sun to 
part shade.  This plant looks great 
with Calibrachoa óApricot Punch.

We have had great success with this 
perennial wintering over for us.  This 
daisy has white flowers with a yellow 
center.  Deadheading helps promote 
a longer bloom time.  Height:  12 to 
14 inches.

It 
has a trailing habit.  Full to part sun.  Height:  4 to 6 
inches. 

Petunia óCascadias Bicolor Cabernetô  This petu-
nia has a white and fuchsia colored flower.  It has a 
trailing habit.  Full to part sun. 

Vinca óCora Cascade Polka Dotô  This plant loves 
hot sunny locations.  It has a trailing habit.  The 
flower is white with red eye.  Height:  6 inches.
